REGISTRATION PROCESS
Registration for the Impact Exchange is open! Spots will be filled on a first come, first served basis.

For participants who want to reserve their spot ahead of the full cost deadline, we require a $1,000 
deposit. Upon payment of the $1,000 deposit (per traveler), your spot(s) on the trip will be confirmed, 
and the deposit will go towards the full trip cost of $2,500. Any remaining balances must be received by 
Water For People before Friday, March 1, 2024. Cancellation prior to March 1, 2024 will result in a 50% 
refund. Cancellation after March 1, 2024, will result in a forfeiture of all funds paid to Water For People.

COVID-19 continues to be a consideration for international travel, not only for the safety of our staff, but 
also for traveling participants, and the communities where we are visiting. The occurrence of each 
Impact Exchange is dependent upon the COVID-19 infection rate in the hosting country, along with 
safety recommendations made by the local government and our team.
